4.) The liberal view of gun control is easily refuted.  If they had their way, no police or military personnel would have guns, and only terrorists and robbers would.  This is clearly an absurd view and must be rejected.

5.) It is obvious that God exists—I mean, no one has ever proven that God does not exist, so you would have to be stupid to deny that He does.
6.) Either we allow the government to start listening to all of our phone calls and monitor our internet and email usages, all without warrants, or else we just give up and hand control of our country over to the terrorists.  Since defeat is not an option, I suppose we must allow the government to spy on us.
7.) Although explicit lyrics in songs are not bad for adults, we should still ban all music that contains these sorts of lyrics.  For if we do not, then children will get their hands on these songs, and then they will become murderers or drug addicts, or worse, and society as we know it will crumble.

8.) The Hoover Institute has issued another proclamation about the economy and our nation’s security.  What a load of crap—those right-wing whackos are not to be trusted.  Don’t listen to what they say.

9.) The coal industry argues that coal is one of the best resources we can use, and will not pollute the earth as critics of coal claim it will.  But they have so much to gain from this, I don’t think I can trust what they say.
