Steps Leading to CERTIFIED FINANCIAL PLANNER™ Certification

There are three options for completing the education requirements for CFP™ Certification.


Option A – Wright State University CFP™ Board Registered Program.  The purpose of this program is to provide a strong educational background for persons desiring careers in the field of personal financial planning.  The WSU Financial Services degree is a registered program with the Certified Financial Planner Board of Standards (Denver, Colorado).  Coursework for the B.S. in Financial Services meets the educational requirements of the CFP Board( to qualify to sit for the CFP™ Certification Examination.  Two categories of students are admitted:  matriculated students who have been admitted to an upper-division College of Business Administration major and nonmatriculated students who work in financial services or the legal profession may take the courses on a space-available basis. 


Prerequisites to the program include 27 credit hours specifically oriented towards an undergraduate degree in financial services.  They include: personal financial planning (FIN 305); real estate principles and practices (FIN 331); risk and insurance (FIN 351); investing in securities (FIN 401); income tax accounting I (ACC 441); retirement planning & employee benefits (FIN 461); estate planning (FIN 462); seminar in financial services (FIN 463); and selling and sales management (MKT 366).


Option B – Transcript Review.  If you have previous financial planning course work, you may apply to the Certified Financial Planner Board of Standards for review.
