State, Local, and SD Taxes 
If you worked during 2012 tax year, you are required to file a State and Local Income Tax Returns after you have completed your Federal Income Tax Return. You can only file a State Tax Return AFTER you have completed your Federal Tax Return. 
If you completed the Federal form 1040NR-EZ, then you can complete the corresponding Ohio Individual Income Tax Return form IT-1040EZ or if you completed the Federal form 1040NR, then you can complete the corresponding Ohio Individual Income Tax Return form IT-1040.  You can find all the information regarding state, local, and school district taxes on http://www.tax.ohio.gov/.  You may also access all the tax forms by clicking Forms tab on the top of the page (http://www.tax.ohio.gov/Forms.aspx)

State Taxes
Steps to take when filing  electronically:
1. Go to:  http://www.tax.ohio.gov/File.aspx
2. Click on the Individual I-File icon.  Or go to: http://www.tax.ohio.gov/ohio_individual/individual/filefaster.aspx
3. If you haven’t registered yet, you can do so by clicking on the Register tab.
4. Fill out your necessary information and click the “Register” tab. It should take you back to the main menu page.
5. If you are filing for your individual tax return, click on the Ohio IT 1040 I-File tab and you can click on the Ohio SD 100 I-File tab if you’re also filing for your individual school district income tax return. The filing year is 2012.
6. That should take you right to the filing page. 
***For the IT-1040EZ form, click on the eForms tab
***Click on the 2012 IT-1040 EZ– Individual Income Tax Return option.
*** You need to figure out if your city/school district requires you to file tax this year. City of Fairborn has school district tax of 0.5%.  Here is the website for the additional information if you need to figure out if your school district is subject to taxation this year: https://thefinder.tax.ohio.gov/StreamlineSalesTaxWeb/default_schooldistrict.aspx
Local Taxes
http://www.tax.ohio.gov/municipalities/municipal_income_tax_forms.aspx
Steps:
