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GENERAL NOTES

The Academic Data Series consists of five major sections: Statewide Comparisons, the Delaware Study,

the Revenue & Expenditure Analysis, the Five-Year Overview, and the Student Credit Hour Series. The

Appendix includes definitions of terms and other reference materials that should be of assistance in

interpreting and using the data. Some observations and comments are described below.

This edition of the Academic Data Series includes the 2004 — 2005 Delaware Study: National Study
of Instructional Costs and Productivity which is a comparative analysis of faculty teaching loads and
direct instructional cost at the level of academic discipline. The tables in this section compare
Wright State University’s main campus data to a peer group of institutions consisting of the High
Research Activity (RH) Doctoral II schools according to the Carnegie Classification of Institutions
of Higher Education. The Delaware Study data is seen as an additional tool, which is part of a more

comprehensive analysis of the university’s staffing.

The Statewide Comparisons section includes information from the sixth annual report, 2006: Ohio's
Colleges and Universities: Profile of Student Outcomes, Experiences and Campus Measures, which
was released from the Ohio Board of Regents on January 18, 2007. Selected comparison data from
Ohio state-supported university main campuses are included in this section. Also included in the
Statewide Comparisons section is a comparison of Cost per FTE by Subject Field, which comes
from the Resource Analysis provided by HEI (the Ohio Board of Regents’ Higher Education

Information system).

« Note: Due to information availability the years represented for the reports vary in this edition.
The data is based on the following years: Academic Data Series (including the Revenue &
Expenditure Analysis and the Student Credit Hour Series) 2005-2006. Resource Analysis 2004-
2005; and the Delaware Study 2004-2005.

Student Credit Hours and Weighted Student Credit Hours are reported for all terms rather than for
Fall quarter, to reflect the way subsidy is calculated. These changes have been applied to all
historical data used in this publication. All flexibly scheduled course student credit hours are also

included now.

Students who have not been accepted into a major but have declared their intended major are
reported in the University College Five-Year Overview in the “Number of Intended Majors” section.
They are also listed in their intended department’s “Number of Majors” section of the Five-Year

Overview.



GENERAL NOTES (CONT.)

Data are grouped in numerical sequence by four-digit department number. In the Five-Year
Overview and in the Student Credit Hour Series, college/school/campus summaries precede related

departments.

Historically, courses taught by Lake Campus faculty were “credited” to Lake Campus, and courses
taught by Main Campus faculty at Lake Campus were “credited” to Main Campus. Beginning
Summer Quarter 1999 this process changed and credit for courses will now be awarded to the

campus where they are taught.

Treatment of some accounts in the School of Professional Psychology has varied over the years.
This explains some of that school’s shifts in cost per SCH and WSCH and in expenditures at the

instructional subtotal level.

A minor change in SCH or placement of administrative charges can result in large percentage shifts

in small departments. This may be reflected in the data trends.

Some departments that are unaffiliated with any college or school are included in this report. Each
one of these departments has some unique aspects that need to be considered when evaluating their
data.

- Instruction is provided by the military for the Army and Air Force R.O.T.C. departments.
Therefore, the expenditures for these departments cover only the clerical staff and supplies
provided by Wright State.

- Many courses are offered through various colleges as honors sections that are not identified
with the “UH” course designation. Financial responsibility for these courses varies greatly.

All honors sections without a “UH” course label are “credited” to other departments.

The “Subtotal as % of 3 qtr. OBR Model” calculation is the “Budgeted FTE” subtotal divided by the
“3 Qtr. Avg. (OBR) Modeled Faculty” for the same fiscal year. The result is shown as a percent.
The OBR Model is a historically based tool that continues to be calculated in the Academic Data
Series, but is no longer part of the data released by the Ohio Board of Regents.

STATEWIDE COMPARISONS

The Statewide Comparisons section compares data from Ohio state-supported university main

campuses. There are two sections in the analysis.

« Performance Outcomes. These consist of measures from 2006 Ohio’s Colleges and Universities:
Profile of Student Outcomes, Experiences and Campus Measures, which outlines various
performance measures including graduation and persistence rates, average time and credits to
degree, and other appropriate measures of student success. The report is a compilation of statistics
created to provide benchmarks to help colleges and universities identify their strengths and
weaknesses.

« Cost per FTE by Subject Field. The data is provided by the Ohio Board of Regents’ HEI Resource
Analysis, and comes with some cautions. Each course offered is assigned a Subject Code according
to the Classification of Instructional Programs guidelines, which are then grouped into general
Subject Fields. A specific department’s courses may all be within one Subject Field or they may be
distributed among several. This is important to consider when using this data for comparison
purposes. The Resource Analysis outputs are generally more volatile (and less reliable for analytical
purposes) at the lower levels of aggregation, and are more stable and robust at higher levels, such as
the Subject Field level. This type of data should be used to begin analysis, and is not considered to

be conclusive.

REVENUE AND EXPENDITURE ANALYSIS

The Revenue and Expenditure Analysis is an examination of the relationships between the revenues,
expenditures and credit hours in the various academic units.

* Accounting standards for higher education require assigning a specific category code to each
account. These codes have been used in the compilation of revenues and expenditures. Preliminary
data for this section were extracted from FAS (Financial Accounting System) and distributed to all
deans’ offices for review before we proceeded with this section of the report. (Please see the

appendices for Category Code descriptions.)

. State instructional subsidy is calculated using either two- or five-year average enrollment. For
analytical purposes, it is assumed that enrollment will remain steady. Therefore, subsidy revenue is
calculated for the Academic Data Series using actual student credit hours in the subsidy calculation

in place of the two- or five-year average enrollment.
. Two types of cumulative data are calculated:

"Instructional Only”: a subtotal of all instructional departments within a college or school.
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GENERAL NOTES (CONT.)

These subtotals exclude the deans' offices, other academic support units, research, public service,

student service and scholarship/fellowship activities, which are within colleges or schools.
- “Total”: college and school totals that include the above functions.

There are four situations in which limited instructional activity is conducted through dean’s
offices. LA courses in the College of Liberal Arts, BUS and IB courses in the Raj Soin College
of Business, SM courses in the College of Science and Mathematics and EGR courses in the
College of Engineering and Computer Science are taught out of the college administration
departments. LA, BUS, IB, SM and EGR course incomes, expenses, SCH, and WSCH are

excluded from subtotals used in the "Instructional Only" calculations.

Trends: Three years of Expense per SCH, Expense per WSCH, and Revenue/Expenditure Ratios are

displayed for each department to provide some historical perspective.

* The general education RST and CST courses are combined in the Non-Western World Department
in the College of Liberal Arts. Though 5.4% of Liberal Arts offerings are associated with this
department, most of the expenses are distributed among a variety of Liberal Arts departments. This
results in greatly understated expenses for the Non-Western World courses and somewhat overstated
expenses in the other departments. For this reason, the Non-Western World Department is not

included in the ranking process.

FIVE-YEAR OVERVIEW

The Five-Year Overview displays data for each teaching unit and college/school.

* The “Budgeted FTE” in the “Personnel” section includes all budgeted positions, even if they are

vacant. This is an important point to remember, especially if the data are being used to decide about

filling vacancies.

* The “Subtotal as % of 3 qtr. OBR Model” calculation is the “Budgeted FTE” subtotal divided by the
“3 Qtr. Avg. (OBR) Modeled Faculty” for the same fiscal year. The result is shown as a percent.

« Students who have not been accepted into a major but have declared their intended major are now
reported in the University College Five-Year Overview in the “Number of Intended Majors” section.
They are also listed in their intended department’s “Number of Majors” section of the Five-Year

Overview.

STUDENT CREDIT HOUR SERIES

These data are based upon the OBR census date and are updated quarterly. The OBR census date is the
designated point by when a student must be registered for a course to be eligible for subsidy. For
regularly scheduled course sections, the census point is the end of business on the 15th calendar day of
the academic term (this is not a change from the former '14th day after the first day of classes'). For
flexibly scheduled course sections the census point is the end of business on the date closest to
completing 20 percent of the course section based on the official start and end dates, regardless of the
course section meeting pattern. For flexibly scheduled courses meeting for less than seven consecutive
days, all students who enrolled by the last day of the course and have not withdrawn are counted
(regardless of the date of registration in the course section).
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GENERAL NOTES (CONT.)

Each department has three pages, one each for the following statistics:

SCH (Student Credit Hours) -- Course credit hours have been multiplied by the number of students

enrolled as of the census date, by subsidy level. Fiscal year totals are also calculated.

WSCH (Weighted Student Credit Hours) -- SCH weighted by subsidy level based upon modeled
student/faculty ratio. (See appendix for weighting factors.) These data were accumulated each

quarter by subsidy level. Fiscal year totals are also calculated.

OBR Modeled Faculty -- Modeled faculty FTE is calculated based upon the SCH by subsidy level.
(See appendix for calculating factors.) These data were accumulated each quarter by subsidy

level. Averages for the academic year quarters are also calculated.

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+ Higher education is an investment that provides a significant return over one's lifetime. Despite the need and value
for a higher education degree, the levels of tuition and fees - both real and perceived - often are a barrier to
prospective students. It is important to provide accurate and timely information about these charges. Because

Ohio has relatively low public support for higher education, Ohio has relatively high tuition and fees.

At Ohio's

public university main campuses, average in-state undergraduate tuition was $8,553 in 2006-2007, 47% higher

than the national level of $5,836.

There are variations between campuses in implementing
statewide criteria established for the distinction between remedial and college-level work. Each campus interprets the standards for
such distinctions, and this renders campus comparisons on this subject difficult.

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Increasingly students appear to be moving from one campus to another, or registering on several campuses concurrently.
+ 25% of undergraduate students in Ohio's colleges and universities had attended more than one campus during the
previous two years , mostly occurring as a result of moving from one institution to another. In spring 2005, 5% of
undergraduate students in Ohio's colleges and universities were concurrently attending two or more campuses during
that term.
+ Student mobility varies greatly by institution. Students who do move from two-year to four-year colleges
appear to be successful academically at campuses across the state.

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Persistence for first-year students may be seen as a measure of the likelihood that students will be able to complete
college in a timely and successful manner.

Statewide and National:
In-state, full-time degree-seeking first-year students persisted to a second year of study at rates approximating the national
average. A statewide persistence rate of 69% at the same institution and 77% at any institution was recorded for

Fall 2004 to Fall 2005. This rate approximates the national average.

+ The persistence rate for full-time degree-seeking first year students was the highest for students enrolled at selective
admissions university main campuses.

+ National freshmen-to-sophomore persistence rates vary greatly by type of institution and by admissions criteria used
by the institutions. Statewide persistence rates follow a similar pattern.

College students who enroll as degree seekers anticipate that they will successfully complete their degree. The federal
approach to measuring graduation rates is to identify an entering group of degree seeking full-time freshmen and then measure
what percentage of those students have graduated within 150% of the minimum.

The Six Year Graduation Rate From Same Institution includes only students who graduate from the same institution where they
began as freshmen; the Six Year Graduation Rate From Different Institution reflects the students who began as freshmen,

but transferred and graduated from another institution.

+ Many students enter a college without the declared intention of seeking a college degree.
¢ Colleges and universities vary greatly in their admissions practices. It has been shown that campuses with the

most selective admissions practices have students with better academic preparation and this might result in higher
reported graduation rates.

For each college the Student FTE per Faculty FTE data is divided into three sections:
+ Undergraduate Student FTE per Faculty FTE
+ Graduate Student FTE per Faculty FTE
+ Total Student FTE per Faculty FTE

For each section the Faculty FTE divisor remains the same according to type of faculty.

The Faculty FTE is presented according to faculty type:

+ Tenure and Tenured-Track Faculty:
Includes Full Professors, Associate Professors, and Assistant Professors. Department Chairs are included in this section.
The FTE for faculty with split appointments is prorated among departments as listed in RAPS. Matrix department faculty FTE is
prorated between the College of Science & Math and the School of Medicine. The School of Medicine is not included in this study.
+ Other Regular Faculty:
Includes Non-Tenure Track Instructors and Lectures. The FTE for faculty with split appointments is prorated among departments as listed in RAPS.

+ Supplemental Faculty:
Includes adjunct faculty and any non-faculty who taught Fall term, but whose primary job responsibility is not teaching. Deans are included
in this section. Supplemental Faculty FTE is calculated by dividing the number of course credit hours taught by twelve (12 CCH = 1 FTE).

+ All Faculty:
Includes the FTE from the above categories plus the Teaching Assistant FTE. The Teaching Assistant FTE is calculated based on headcount of every

Teaching Assistant that taught Fall term (1 headcount = .33 FTE).
Student credit hours (which are converted into Student FTE**) are linked to the department by the funding unit of the faculty of record
for the course. In other words, the department that pays the faculty teaching the course receives the student credit hours.

For courses that are co-taught the student credit hours are prorated according to faculty type or department, as needed.

Note: In the Academic Data Series the student credit hours follow the department that lists the course (i.e. the course prefix), which

is in contrast to the Delaware Study methodology in which the student credit hours follow the funding unit of the faculty of record for the course.

** Student FTE for the fall term is calculated by dividing the number of undergraduate student credit hours by 15, and graduate student credit hours by 9.

Direct Instructional Expense per Total Student FTE

The data collected for this portion of the study refers to financial information for the Fiscal Year 2004-05, and student credit hour data for
the Academic Year 2004-05 ( Fall, Winter, Spring terms).

+ Direct Instructional Expense includes:

1) Salaries: All wages paid to support the instructional function in a given department or program during the fiscal year. This includes
faculty, clerical, professionals (e.g., lab technicians), graduate student stipends (but not tuition waivers), and any other personnel who

support the teaching function and whose salaries and wages are paid from the department's instructional budget.

2) Benefits: Expenditures for benefits associated with the personnel for whom salaries and wages were reported on the previous entry.

3) Other Than Personnel Costs: This category includes non-personnel items such as travel, supplies and expense, non-capital equipment
purchases, etc., that are typically part of a department or program's cost of doing business. Excluded from this category are items
such as central computing costs, centrally allocated computing labs, graduate student tuition remission and fee waivers, etc.

+ Student FTE for the academic year is calculated by the following:
Undergraduate Student Credit Hours divided by 45.
Graduate Student Credit Hours divided by 27.

Note: The Academic Data Series includes expenses such fee waivers and data processing charges, whereas the Delaware Study excludes

these types of expenses.

In these cases the corresponding peer norm data is not included in the peer norm average which is also indicated by ***,

There are some instances when WSU's department/CIP code data was identified as an outlier *®in the peer analysis. In these cases the data is
shown, but it is not included in the College average. This is indicated by a * next to the data point. When this occurs the corresponding

peer norm is also removed from the peer norm average calculation and it is indicated by **.

Comparison of Wright State University to Research Institutions Peer Norms

This report compares WSU to the peer norms according to the following method:

1) Every WSU department's CIP code data is compared to the corresponding CIP peer norm data. This is shown as a
"% of the Peer Norm."

2) For every college the overall average of all the departments within the college is calculated as a weighted average. The weighted
average is also calculated for all the corresponding peer norms. The college's overall weighted average is compared to the

overall peer norm weighted average and this is shown a percentage.

DEFINITIONS OF TERMS

3 Qtr. Avg. (OBR) Modeled Faculty -- Average of OBR Modeled Faculty for the college, school or
department (as defined under "Fall (OBR) Modeled Faculty") for Fall, Winter and Spring Quarters
of a given academic year.

3 Quarter Total WSCH -- OBR Weighted Student Credit Hours (as defined under "Weighted SCH")
summed for Fall, Winter and Spring Quarters of a given academic year.

All Terms SCH — The sum of total Student Credit Hours taught by the college or department as of the
census date for each term during fiscal year.

All Terms Weighted SCH — The sum of Weighted Student Credit Hours based upon the OBR Student /
Faculty Ratio for all terms during the fiscal year. See "Weighted SCH" for more details.

as % of 3 qtr. OBR model -- Subtotal of Budgeted teaching FTE’s as a percentage of “3 Qtr. Avg.
(OBR) Modeled Faculty.”

Please note, this calculation is based upon budgeted FTE’s, therefore, it includes vacant positions.

Avg. Act. 9 Month Salary -- Mean salary of all faculty on nine-month contracts in a given rank for the
department, college or school in the year listed.

Faculty with fiscal, twelve-month contracts are omitted from these calculations. Data are not
available for School of Medicine or the Combined Lake Campus Instructional departments. These
data are calculated for main campus colleges only and are from actual contracts in place during Fall
Quarter. Both FTE's and salaries are counted as academic contracts split them. Since these data are
based upon actual contracts, salaries may not coincide with Budgeted FTE's.

Avg. Sec. Size -- Total number of registrants divided by total number of sections as defined under
"Number of Sections".

Budgeted FTE -- Faculty and staff FTE's as defined and listed in RAPS (Resource Allocation and
Planning Systems) for the department, college or school in the year listed.

Full-Time Faculty FTE's are based on contract FTE's, as are Unclassified and Classified FTE's.
Graduate Teaching Assistant (GTA), Graduate Research Assistant (GRA), and Graduate Assistant
(GA) FTE's are on a headcount basis with each full graduate assistantship counted as 0.33 FTE.
Adjunct FTE's are based on the budgeted dollar amount, with every $15,000 counting as one FTE.
Lecturer data, when applicable, are combined with data for Instructors. Budgeted FTE's are from
RAPS and may, therefore, not coincide with the Avg. Act. 9 Month Salary data.

Census Date -- The OBR census date is the designated point by when a student must be registered for a
course to be eligible for subsidy. For regularly scheduled course sections, the census point is the end
of business on the 15th calendar day of the academic term (this is not a change from the former '14th
day after the first day of classes'). For flexibly scheduled course sections the census point is the end
of business on the date closest to completing 20 percent of the course section based on the official
start and end dates, regardless of the course section meeting pattern. For flexibly scheduled courses
meeting for less than seven consecutive days, all students who enrolled by the last day of the course
and have not withdrawn are counted (regardless of the date of registration in the course section).



APPENDIX A
DEFINITIONS OF TERMS

Classrooms -- Rooms coded as classrooms, lecture halls, seminar rooms and their service rooms which
are either dedicated to use by, or preferentially scheduled to the department or college in the year
listed.

General purpose instructional rooms are prorated to the administrative departments of the colleges
which receive preferential scheduling by the Registrar's office. Thus, a given classroom may be
counted as one room in each of three colleges' administrative departments and the square footage of
that room distributed among those same departments.

Dedicated Space -- A count of rooms and square footage of space dedicated to use by the department or
college as of Fall Quarter in the year listed.

When rooms are shared by two or more departments or colleges they are counted as one in each
academic unit, and the square footage is prorated to the various departments or colleges.

Total Rooms which are prorated among the above categories (i.e. 80% research lab; 20% faculty
office) are counted as one room in each category and one in the total. Thus, the total number of
rooms may be less than the sum of the four categories. When rooms are shared by two or more
departments or colleges they are counted as one in each academic unit, and the square footage is
prorated to the various departments or colleges. Rooms prorated among two or more departments
within a given college are counted once in each department and once in the college summary. Thus,
the total number of rooms in a college summary may be less than the sum of the departments.

Degrees Awarded -- Number of undergraduate, masters and doctoral degrees awarded by the
department, college or school.

Because the Educational Specialist degree is a post-masters degree, its majors and graduates are
counted as those in Doctoral programs.

Expense -- The expenses are taken from year end accounting reports.

Expense Per SCH -- Total amount expensed against that department, college or school budget
throughout the fiscal year divided by the total SCH (Student Credit Hours) for Summer, Fall, Winter
and Spring of the same academic year.

Expense Per WSCH -- Total amount expensed against that department, college or school budget
throughout the fiscal year divided by the total WSCH (Weighted Student Credit Hours) for Summer,
Fall, Winter and Spring of the same academic year.

Fall (OBR) Modeled Faculty -- Total faculty Full-Time Equivalent (FTE) using the OBR modeled
ratio of faculty FTE to SCH by subsidy level.

This figure is the sum of the modeled faculty FTE's calculated by subsidy level for the department,
college or school as of the census date of the Fall Quarter.

Fee Revenue -- University-wide average fee revenue per SCH (Student Credit Hours) times the SCH for
that academic unit, calculated separately for undergraduate and graduate courses for all terms. The
School of Medicine and School of Professional Psychology fees are each calculated using their
unique fee schedules.



APPENDIX A

DEFINITIONS OF TERMS _ L
Laboratories -- Rooms coded as teaching laboratories, unscheduled teaching laboratories, individual

study laboratories, research laboratories, special use laboratories and their service rooms dedicated
to use by the department or college in the year listed.

When rooms are shared by two or more departments or colleges they are counted as one in each
academic unit, and the square footage is prorated to the various departments or colleges.

Majors’ Avg. Fall SCH Load — The average student credit hour load taken by a department’s majors
Fall quarter.

Miscellaneous Revenue -- Includes all revenues recorded directly to accounts covered in this report.

Number of Courses -- The number of uniquely labeled (alphanumeric combination, i.e. ENG 111)
courses.

If a course is cross-listed with two or more departments, or as both graduate and undergraduate, it

will be counted two or more times, once with each listing. All courses, including thesis and
independent study, are counted.

Number Of Majors -- Headcount of students with majors in this college or department.

When a student has a dual major he or she is counted as one-half in each department of major.
Incoming first year students are listed with the University College until accepted by their college and
department of major. Requirements vary considerably.

The undergraduate, masters and doctoral columns represent students accepted by their college and
department of major.

Number of Sections -- The total number of all sections of all courses offered Fall Quarter of the year
specified.

If a section is cross-listed with two or more departments, or as both graduate and undergraduate, it
will be counted two or more times, once with each listing. All sections, including thesis and
independent study, are counted.

Offices -- Conference rooms, faculty, administrative, student activity and general offices, and their
service rooms dedicated to use by the department, college or school in the year listed.

When rooms are shared by two or more departments or colleges they are counted as one in each
academic unit, and the square footage is prorated to the various departments or colleges.

Other (Dedicated Space) -- Rooms in all categories other than Classroom, Laboratory or Office which
are dedicated to use by the department, college or school in the year listed.

When rooms are shared by two or more departments or colleges they are counted as one in each
academic unit, and the square footage is prorated to the various departments or colleges.

% of Majors’ SCH Taken in Dept. — The percentage of their total Fall student credit hour load that
majors take in their own department.

% of Total SCH Taught to Majors — The percentage of total Fall student credit hours that a
department teaches to its own majors.



APPENDIX A
DEFINITIONS OF TERMS ‘ ‘
Ranking (Revenue / Expense) -- Ranking of instructional departments based upon the relationship of
dollars of revenue divided by dollars of expense for that unit.

Only instructional departments are ranked, with the highest Revenue / Expense ratio having a rank
of 1 and the lowest Revenue / Expense ratio having a rank of 54.

Revenue / Expenditure -- Total subsidy, fees and miscellaneous revenue divided by total expenditures
for that department, college or school.

Revenue / Expenditure Ranking -- Ranking of instructional departments based upon the relationship
of dollars of revenue divided by dollars of expense for that unit.

Only instructional departments are ranked, with the highest Revenue / Expense ratio having a rank
of 1 and the lowest Revenue / Expense ratio having a rank of 54.

SCH -- Student Credit Hours for each college or department as of the census date.

Student FTE Per Faculty FTE -- Ratio of total student Full-Time Equivalents to faculty Full-Time
Equivalents — For 3-Quarter reporting, a student FTE is defined as 45 SCH. Faculty FTE are based
upon contract percents or, in the case of adjunct, based upon the teaching load with twelve credit
hours being considered full-time. This is 3 Quarter data.

Subsidy Revenue — The academic unit’s student FTE by subsidy level is calculated for all terms, then
multiplied by the corresponding subsidy amount for the relevant year.

Beginning in 1998-99, all term enrollment has been used for subsidy FTE calculations. One student
FTE is defined as 45 SCH.

Total Revenue -- Sum of fee revenue, subsidy revenue and miscellaneous revenue as defined above.

Weighted SCH -- Weighted Student Credit Hours based upon the OBR modeled Student / Faculty
Ratio.

This figure is the sum of the products of the SCH times the OBR (Ohio Board of Regents) weighting
factor, calculated by subsidy level. The WSCH for all subsidy levels in the department, college or
school as of the census date of each term are added and the total shown. Please see Appendix C for
the weighting factors.

Weighted Student FTE Per Faculty FTE -- Ratio of WSCH (Weighted Student Credit Hours) to
"Budgeted FTE". This is 3-Quarter data.



APPENDIX B

CATEGORY CODE DESCRIPTIONS
Instruction & Departmental Research Coded 1A -1Z & A1 -71 in FAS

* Includes activities that are part of an instructional program: for credit courses; for academic,
occupational and vocational instruction; for regular, special correspondence and extension

sessions; and for workshops offered for academic credit.
* Includes departmental research and public service that are not separately budgeted.

* Excludes academic administration when the primary assignment is administration (e.g. academic

deans).
* Includes expenditures for departmental chairs.

Research, Separately Budgeted Coded 2A -2Z in FAS

* Includes activities specifically organized to produce research outcomes.

* Includes institutional expenditures for individual and/or research projects, where they are

separately budgeted.
Public Service Coded 3A - 3Z in FAS

* Includes activities established primarily to provide noncredit designated course offerings and

services beneficial to individuals and groups external to WSU.

Academic Support Coded 4A -4Z in FAS

* Includes activities carried out primarily to provide support services that are an integral part of the
operations of one of the 3 primary missions (instruction, research, and public service).

* Includes the provision of services that directly assist the academic functions of WSU, activities
intended to improve the content or preservation of current course offerings, and accreditation
activities.

* Includes media and technology, and the administrative support operations that function within the
academic units (including the development of future instructional activities).

* Includes libraries, galleries, and audio-visual services (for Academic Data Series, only if in a
college or school).

* Includes administrative support and management, like academic deans, assistant and associate

academic deans, and the dean’s office support staff.

Student Service Coded 5A —5Z in FAS

« Includes administrative support for counseling and career guidance.
« Includes support for social and cultural development.

Scholarships & Fellowships Coded 8A - 8Z in FAS

* Includes outright grants and trainee stipends to individuals enrolled in formal coursework, either

for credit or non-credit. (for Academic Data Series, only if in a college or school).



APPENDIX C
OBR WEIGHTING FACTORS TABLET

These calculations are done at the subsidy level. Each course is assigned a subsidy level based upon Ohio
Board of Regents criteria. Subsidy Levels are designated in different ways on different reports. For
instance, General Studies One is designated by "GS1" on the WSU SIS Course Inventory, "01" in some
OBR publications, and Gen St I in other OBR publications. Two designations are used in this chart to

facilitate easier reference.

WSCH -- SCH times this factor equals the WSCH, Weighted Student Credit Hours.
OBR FAC -- SCH divided by this factor equals the OBR Modeled Faculty Staffing.
