The proposal should outline a project—a critical study, a
series of poems, a collection of short stories, or a
novel—that merits two semesters worth of study. It
should not have been undertaken previously or in
another class. Students are expected to take a
description of their project to potential advisors and find
someone willing to advise them based on mutual
interests and compatibilities.

Academic Requirements

e No length is stipulated. Rather, the student and
advisor reach a mutual decision based on the
nature of the project. For instance, literature
faculty see 25-30 pages as a reasonable length
for a critical study.

Students are assigned an Incomplete for 4980
until 4990 has been successfully completed,
whereupon a letter grade is assigned for both
courses.
